Tobacco Control 

Uttar Pradesh is the most populous state of India (over 200 million 

people or the size of Brazil) who live in 75 districts. . It has a higher 

incidence of tobacco use (about 34%) than the national average. 

This means that the state has 42.5 million tobacco users or more 

than the population of the 32nd largest country (Ukraine). Tobacco 

is cultivated, processed and produced in the state. According the 

India Cancer Report, the state also has the highest prevalence of 

throat and mouth cancer cases - about 20% of the national burden. 

The age of initiation of tobacco use is among the lowest in India, 

and chewing, bidi smoking and cigarettes (in that order) are the 

principal forms of tobacco use. 

 

Tobacco Control Programme is implemented by UPVHA with the 

financial support of Bloom Berg Initiatives through The Union 

against Tuberculosis & Lung Disease, New Delhi. The objective of 

the project is effective implementation and enforcement of the 

Tobacco Control Act (COTPA), 2003 especially Section 4, 5 and 6 in 

25 districts of Uttar Pradesh.  

 

The project envisages creating smoke free public places, Tobacco 

Free Educational Institutions and build capacity of the policy 

makers, law enforcers, coalition partners, educational institutions, 

Panchayati Raj Institutions, NGOs and health workers on section 4, 

5, 6 & 7 of COTPA.  
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Achievements under Tobacco Control Programme 

 

 Under guidance of Technical Advisor The Union, UPVHA team provide technical support to STCC and 

DG Medical health issued circular to all districts to ban use of SLT & Pan Masala in public places and 

government offices to control COVID 19.    

 UPVHA team along with STCC provided technical support to FDA department and also sensitized to 

issue notification to ban Pan Masala in State of Uttar Pradesh.   The notification issued in month 

March 2020.   

 Model Yellow Line Campaign run around education institutions and government departments 

 Technical support provided to DTCCs to conduct 17 sensitization workshops for key officials in  new 

districts and district with previous grant and 939 officials sensitized.    

 Technical support provided to DTCCs to conduct 13 enforcement training workshops in district 

Bahraich, Sultanpur, Jalone, Bareilly, Ayodya, Fatehpur, Raibareilly, Kannuj and Moradabad and 866 

officials trained sensitized.    

 One-on-one meetings at district level with Mayor, Commissioner Municipal Corporations & high level 

officials done in 4 cities.  

 High-level sensitization workshop with Mayor, Commissioner Municipal Corporations & Municipal

Abortion is one of the leading causes of maternal death all over the world. Abortion is also very contested issues in 

many places. However India is one country where abortion laws are very liberal. A large number of abortions 

continue to be conducted illegally, using dangerous methods and it contributes large proportion to the over one 

hundred thousand maternal death that took place every year in country. 

 

UPVHA is implementing Amplify Change Project to strengthening SRHR movement especially access to safe abortion 

by creating a network of CSOs “Sanjha Prayas” in 10 Districts of the state of Uttar Pradesh funded by Ipas 

Development Foundation. These districts are Lucknow, Kanpur Nagar, Sitapur, Hardoi, Barabanki, Basti, Meerut, 

Unnao, Shrawasti and Shahjahanpur. The objectives of the project are as follows- 

 To build an enabling environment for strengthening SRHR, including access to safe abortion and 

contraception services at the district and state levels. 

 

 To bring SRHR, including safe abortion on the agenda of district and state-level officials using local evidence 

from community-based research, planning and implementing district and state level sensitization activities. 

 

 To sensitize local media and improve engagement on SRHR issues, including safe abortion and 

contraception.

Assess the Compliance of Tobacco Control Regulation in Films of Nine Regional 

Languages in India  

Tobacco advertisement is one of the most powerful tools for tobacco industries to hook the new generation 

in the grip of tobacco.  Almost 1.3 million people die each year in India due to use of tobacco and related 

disease. Films are very strong means of entertainment and mostly youth is the maximum viewer of films, 

naturally films are the most preferable stage for Tobacco companies. At the same time to know the scenario, 

the tactics and strategy of tobacco companies this study plays a very important role.  

In order to deal with Cinematograph Act, UPVHA takes permission from the State Nodal Officer to recording 

the films. The team of UPVHA book tickets and saw the shows of many movies in theatres. A total of 23 film 

viewings were carried out in Lucknow- Ambedkar nagar. For One film, a total of 3 repeat shows were viewed 

in different cinema theatres and timing. Out of 23, 1 was English Film dubbed in to Hindi, 5 and 1 were having 

U and A certification respectively. It was an eye opener to find4 films that were played in the theatre without 

any CBFC. A total of 15 film viewings (65%) had violations of tobacco usage in any form.  

 

The Use of Brand Stretching & Surrogate Advertisemenst by Tobacco Industry: 

Mapping Major Bidi and SLT Brands and their Brand Stretching 

Uttar Pradesh is the most populous State in the country with75 districts & approximately 200 million people 

living here in which 42% are poor among the India's population. According to Global Adult Tobacco Survey 

(GATS -2), 2016-17, revealed that 35.5%  of adults in Uttar Pradesh, aged 15 and above currently use tobacco 

in some form, similarly Uttar Pradesh has 29.4%  of smokeless tobacco users in the state.  

Tobacco is cultivated, processed and products are manufactured in the state. Therefore there are variety 

numbers of tobacco products (SLT & Bidi) are available in state and some among them are local brands. 

Brand snatching and surrogate promotion of tobacco products was observed in state during the study and 

this is violation of sections of tobacco control laws.   

A survey was conducted in three districts- Ghaziabad, Varanasi and Lucknow on mapping major bidi and SLT 

brands. After the Survey of the three districts, it was found that the promotion of Red and White and Capstan 

Cigarette at most a tobacco product shops we more. Most of the SLT products, Chaini khani, Jyoti khani or 

Nevla Khani, has more sales. In addition, most of the bidis in Ghaziabad the volume, of products of variety 

was found most. 

In case of surrogate product, the three districts of Uttar Pradesh have got the most amount of cardamom of 

brand Baba, Tulsi, Vimal and dates of dry grapes and asafoetida and together with toffees.
